Supply of the Specified Service

writing by TurfTrax and the Client.

The Client shall allow TurfTrax adequate accesgst@roperty at reasonable times and
for so long as is necessary to enable TurfTrax ravide the Specified Service in
accordance with the Contract.

The Client shall at its own expense supply TurfTweth all necessary Documents or
other materials, and all necessary data or othernmation relating to the Specified
Service, within sufficient time to enable TurfTréx provide the Specified Service in
accordance with the Contract. The Client shallemshe accuracy of all Input Material.
TurfTrax shall have no liability for any loss orrdage, however caused, to the Input
Material. All Output Material shall be at the soiek of the Client from the time of
delivery to or to the order of the Client.

The Specified Service shall be provided in accocdawith the Specification Sheet
subject to these Conditions.

Charges

Subject to any special terms agreed, the Clientl @y the Agreed Fee and any
additional sums which are agreed between TurfTrak the Client for the provision of
the Specified Service or which, in TurfTrax’s sdiscretion, are reasonably incurred as a
result of the Client’s instructions or lack of ingttions, the inaccuracy of any Input
Material or any other cause attributable to theli

All charges quoted to the Client for the provisa@fithe Specified Service are exclusive of
any Value Added Tax, for which the Client shall ddditionally liable at the applicable
rate from time to time.

TurfTrax shall be entitled to invoice the Client c@mpletion of the Specified Service.
The Agreed Fee and any additional sums payablé kbgbaid by the Client (together
with any applicable Value Added Tax, and withouy aet-off or other deduction) within
30 days of the date of TurfTrax’s invoice.

If payment is not made on the due date, TurfTraadldfe entitled, without limiting any
other rights it may have, to charge interest ondtatstanding amount (both before and
after any judgment) at the rate of 4 % above tteelyate from time to time of Barclays
Bank plc from the due date until the outstandingamt is paid in full.

Rights in Input Material and Output Material

The property and any copyright or other intelletpraperty rights in:

any Input Material shall belong to the Client

any Output Material and any amendments or variationthe Input Material made by
TurfTrax shall, unless otherwise agreed in writingtween the Client and TurfTrax,
belong to TurfTrax, subject only to the right oétBlient to use the Output Material for
the purposes of utilising the Specified Service.

Any Input Material or other information provided bye Client which is so designated by
the Client and any Output Material shall be keptfitential by TurfTrax, and all Output
Material or other information provided by TurfTrawhich is so designated by TurfTrax
shall be kept confidential by the Client; but therefgoing shall not apply to any
Documents or other materials, data or other infeionawhich are public knowledge at
the time when they are so provided by either paahd shall cease to apply if at any
future time they become public knowledge througHandt of the other party.

The Client warrants that any Input Material anduge by TurfTrax for the purpose of
providing the Specified Service will not infringleet copyright or other rights of any third
party, and the Client shall indemnify TurfTrax aggiany loss, damages, costs, expenses
or other claims arising from any such infringement.

Warranties and Liability

TurfTrax warrants to the Client that the Specifi8érvice will be provided using
reasonable care and skill and, as far as reasonaisgible, in accordance with the
Specification and at the intervals and within thees referred to in the Specification
Sheet. Where TurfTrax supplies in connection whthprovision of the Specified Service
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any goods (including Output Material) supplied bthad party, TurfTrax does not give
any warranty, guarantee or other term as to thetity, fitness for purpose or otherwise,
but shall, where possible, assign to the Clienthtérefit of any warranty, guarantee or
indemnity given by the person supplying the goad$urfTrax.

TurfTrax shall have no liability to the Client fany loss, damage, costs, expenses or
other claims for compensation arising from any Indaterial or instructions supplied by
the Client which are incomplete, incorrect, inaeder illegible, out of sequence or in the
wrong form, or arising from their late arrival oomarrival, or any other fault of the
Client.

Except in respect of death or personal injury cdusg TurfTrax’s negligence, or as
expressly provided in these Conditions, TurfTrarlsmot be liable to the Client by
reason of any representation (unless fraudulentgny implied warranty, condition or
other term, or any duty at common law, or undereRpress terms of the Contract, for
any loss of profit or any indirect, special or ceggential loss, damage, costs, expenses or
other claims (whether caused by the negligence wfTFax, its servants or agents or
otherwise) which arise out of or in connection wiitle provision of the Specified Service
or their use by the Client, and the entire liapitif TurfTrax under or in connection with
the Contract shall not exceed the amount of TuEraharges for the provision of the
Specified Service, except as expressly providetiese Conditions.

TurfTrax shall not be liable to the Client or beed®d to be in breach of the Contract by
reason of any delay in performing, or any failue gerform, any of TurfTrax’s
obligations in relation to the Specified Servicethe delay or failure was due to any
cause beyond TurfTrax's reasonable control.

Termination

Either party may (without limiting any other remgdt any time terminate the Contract
by giving written notice to the other if the ott@mmits any breach of these Conditions
and (if capable of remedy) fails to remedy the bhewithin 30 days after being required
by written notice to do so.

Insolvency of Client

This clause applies if:

the Client makes any voluntary arrangement witreiieditors or (being an individual or
firm) becomes bankrupt or (being a company) becosnegect to an administration order
or goes into liquidation (otherwise than for thergmses of amalgamation or
reconstruction); or

an encumbrance takes possession, or a receiv@panged, of any of the property or
assets of the Client; or

the Client ceases, or threatens to cease, to earbysiness; or

TurfTrax reasonably apprehends that any of the tsuaentioned above is about to occur
in relation to the Client and notifies the Clientardingly.

If this clause applies then, without prejudice ty ather right or remedy available to
TurfTrax, TurfTrax shall be entitled to cancel t@ontract or suspend any further
provision of services under the Contract withouy dimbility to the Client, and if the
Services have been provided but not paid for tieemhall become immediately due and
payable notwithstanding any previous agreementrangement to the contrary.

General

These Conditions (together with the terms, if asgt out in the Specification Sheet)
constitute the entire agreement between the pasiggersede any previous agreement or
understanding and may not be varied except in ngitetween the parties. All other
terms and conditions, express or implied by statrtetherwise, are excluded to the
fullest extent permitted by law.

Any notice required or permitted to be given byheit party to the other under these
Conditions shall be in writing addressed to theeotparty at its registered office or
principal place of business or such other addressiay at the relevant time have been
notified pursuant to this provision to the partyigg the notice.

No failure or delay by either party in exercisingyaof its rights under the Contract shall
be deemed to be a waiver of that right, and no evay either party of any breach of the
Contract by the other shall be considered as aewa¥ any subsequent breach of the
same or any other provision.

If any provision of these Conditions is held by ammpetent authority to be invalid or
unenforceable in whole or in part, the validitytbé other provisions of these Conditions
and the remainder of the provision in questionlgialbe affected.

Any dispute arising under or in connection withsteConditions or the provision of the
Specified Service shall be referred to arbitratlmn a single arbitrator appointed by
agreement or (in default) nominated on the appticatf either party by the President for
the time being of Institute of Arbitrators.

English law shall apply to the Contract, and thatipa agree to submit to the
non-exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.
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
